It was all sun and smiles

last Saturday (May 15) for
Hamtramck’s Clean Sweep.

About 125 volunteers
showed up for the annual
event, which covered all cor-
ners of the city. Armed with
bags, brooms and rakes,
teams of workers marched
through the streets clearing
trash, glass, trees and debris.

Around town several groups
pitched in to spruce things
up. About 50 MDOT employ-
ees took care of the Midtown
neighborhood, and a visiting
church helped Acts 29 knock
out the 3c7 area. Students
from Hamtramck High helped
clean the school grounds,
and even probates from the
31st District Court got in on
the action, hitting several
streets throughout the city.

In Veterans Memorial Park,
a team from People’s Com-
munity Services added a nice
brown coat of paint to the
pavilion as people from the
community serviced the sur-
rounding park. Down the
street, members of the
Knights of Columbus painted
over graffiti covering the
viaducts. 

Overall, it was a great ef-
fort, although one thing was
decidedly missing – wide-
spread participation from the
community itself. Most of the
volunteers were from out-of-
town, which doesn’t say much
for the level of involvement of
the city. But despite that set-
back, the day was still suc-
cessful according to event
coordinator Eve Doster-
Knepp.

“All-in-all everything went

well,” she said. “The city
looks better than it did and
we really made a difference.

I’m looking forward to next
year.”

Hamtramck’s most notori-

ous bar is once again in the
news.

Last Thursday at about
11:30 p.m., four men leaving
the Shadow Bar were ap-
proached by two men with
guns. The two demanded
money from the four men as
well as their Cartier glasses.

One robbery victim was
shot in the leg, but why he
was shot is not clear. The two
suspects escaped.

None of the four victims
agreed to cooperate with in-
vestigators, saying they had
“no comment,” according to
Detective Derek Suwalkowski.

There has been a rash of

robberies in recent months
near the bar as well as re-
ported shootings. One of
those shootings was fatal. On
April 16, a 21-year-old man
was shot to death after he
had left the bar.

Two Detroit men, Rapheal
Newman and Mark Woods,
both 19 years old, are being
charged with Hamtramck’s
first murder of the year. The
motive for the shooting has
not been made public, pend-
ing a preliminary examination
to be held next Thursday in
Hamtramck 31st District
Court.

Trouble at or near the bar
usually occurs Thursday
nights. According to the bar’s

website, the theme for Thurs-
days is “PYT,” which is widely
known to be an acronym for
“Pretty Young Thing.” Thurs-
days are also “Ladies Night”
where women can get into the
bar for free until 11 p.m. The
bar allows those who are 18
years old and older to enter
even though the legal drinking
age is 21. You can legally
enter a bar if you are 18
years old but you may not
consume alcohol.

Photos of Thursday nights
inside the bar, as seen on the
Shadow website, show huge
crowds on the dance floor
where someone who is
younger than 21 years old
could easily consume alcohol

without being noticed by the
bar staff or security. And con-
sidering it’s ladies night, one
would imagine there are
plenty of eager guys offering
to buy drinks for underage
women.

The bar also offers drink
specials that night — $5 for
Long Islands and $5 for a
shot of 1800 tequila. The slo-
gan for the night: “It doesn’t
cost a lot to party hard.”

City Manager Bill Cooper
has said he is looking into
getting state regulators to
pull the bar’s license be-
cause it has become a nui-
sance and dangerous to the
community.

City leaders
at loggerheads
on finances
The future looks grim

For the first time in years,
the words “receivership” and
“bankruptcy” are being used
to describe Hamtramck’s fi-
nancial future.

Just a year ago, things were
looking rosy for the city, finan-
cially speaking.And then the
economy continued to tank,
forcing the state to slash rev-
enue sharing with cities. To
make matters worse, Detroit
reduced the revenue sharing
deal with Hamtramck from the
GM Poletown plant by $1 to $2
million.

Oh wait, there’s more. Blue
Cross Blue Shield increased
health insurance by 20 per-
cent. And the city’s four labor
unions said no to a 5 percent
salary cut.

On Tuesday evening, the
City Council and city manager
held yet another budget work
session to figure how to bal-
ance this year’s budget. The
phrase, “it’s not a pretty pic-
ture,” was repeated through-
out the three-hour meeting.

Despite several budget
work sessions, the council
cannot reach even a bare-ma-
jority agreement on what cuts
to the budget should be made
and what revenue increases
could be passed. By state
law, the city must adopt a bal-
anced budget for the coming
fiscal year by June 2.

No matter what, the options
are just a band-aid to a city
hemorrhaging money. In the
best case scenario, the city
will end the next fiscal year, in
June 2011, $252,000 in
debt, which will force the city
to dip into its $2.5 million sur-
plus, or rainy day fund.

In the worse case – and the
direction the city appears to
be headed in – the year will
end with a $700,000 deficit,
forcing city officials to further
dip into the rainy day fund.

The year after that, the city
will have just enough left in
the rainy day fund to finish the
year. After that, the abyss.

“The reality is, we are going
into receivership,” said Coun-
cilmember Tom Jankowski at
about mid-point in Tuesday’s
meeting.

Actually, a perfect storm of
financial ruin could happen as
early as next January, at
which time City Manager Bill
Cooper said “we’re dead and
right back to where Mr. Schim-
mel was.”

Lou Schimmel was the
city’s state-appointed emer-
gency financial manager for
several years, but even he
left without finishing a year
with a balanced budget.

Even if a state-appointed
emergency financial man-
ager were to return, state
law restricts what actions
can be taken — namely
union contracts cannot be
broken. The city would have
to be declared bankrupt be-
fore contracts could be
ripped up.

All but one councilmember
vocally supported increasing
the city’s property tax rate
by 2.3 mills to the legal limit
of 20 mills and allowing vot-
ers to decide whether to
adopt an extra 3 mills to off-
set the cost of public safety.

Those two actions could
bring in $1.2 million a year
– still not quite enough to
cover all the expenses.

The only councilmember
who seemed in favor of both
taxes is Mayoral Pro Tem
Catrina Stackpoole.

Councilmember Tom
Jankowski was the most out-
spoken and said before he
approves raising taxes, he
wants to take on the police
and fire unions. He said the
city can no longer afford
their salaries and benefits.

“We need to roll up our
sleeves and prepare for a

fight,” he said about taking
on those two unions.

Public safety costs Ham-
tramck about $8 million out
of its $18 million yearly
budget.

What appears to be hap-
pening is that the city may
be forced to wait for the po-
lice and fire contracts to ex-
pire next June and then
either negotiate a radically
different contract or contract
with Detroit or Wayne County
to take over police service
and Detroit to also take over
fire service, or perhaps run
the Fire Department with vol-

unteers – something Schim-
mel wanted to do.

The financial outlook for
the region and state gets
even grimmer. According to
a recent Detroit News re-
port, local analysts say the
year 2011 will be worse for
the state and that cities may
be hit with deeper state rev-
enue sharing cuts.

No matter what happens,
in the not-so-distant future,
the quality of life in Ham-
tramck is going to be very
different than the one of
today.

Wouldn’t it be great if the
city had an outdoor venue
that could host concerts,
speeches and other commu-
nity events? Well, it turns out
it already does.

At least that’s the con-
tention of Hamtramck resi-
dent Scott Collins, who
believes the former baseball
grandstands at Veterans Me-
morial Park fits that descrip-
tion. After hearing about the
possibility that it might be
torn down as a result of the
city’s revised Master Plan,
the former project develop-
ment manager and current
Planning Commission mem-
ber decided to take a look at
the site himself. What he saw
was both startling and inspir-
ing.

“The stadium is actually in
really good condition,” he
said. “Aside from a few struc-
tural repairs and some cos-
metic work, there really isn’t
too much wrong with it. It
could easily be fixed up and
put to use.”

To do that, Collins is cur-
rently working with the Ham-
tramck Community Initiative
on an effort to restore the
grandstands. Armed with a
background in architecture,
he envisions a future where
the site is a destination spot

for both locals and outsiders
alike. But in order to do so,
he’ll need some help. 

This Saturday (May 22) at 2
p.m. at the Weed and Seed
office, located at 12101 Jos.
Campau, there will be an in-
formational meeting to dis-
cuss the project and organize
the logistics of the undertak-
ing. During the meeting, an
overview of the project will be
laid out and committees will
be formed to help take the
concept from idea to reality.

Though the project is still in
its infancy and has yet to go
through any official channels,
when asked about it City Man-
ager Bill Cooper expressed an
interest in seeing it come to
fruition. He said that provided
a realistic plan was presented
to the city and the necessary
funds were raised, the project
has potential. 

“If there’s a group that can
come up with a way to do it
and pay for it, I don’t think
anyone would be opposed to
the idea of fixing up the sta-
dium,” he said.

So far, the project has gen-
erated some buzz throughout
the community and has even
received pledges of financial
support. Habitat for Ham-
tramck, a now defunct non-
profit that had a mission of
redeveloping the area, has
stepped up to the plate and

agreed to donate the remain-
ing money in its bank account
– over $1,600 – to the proj-
ect.

The grandstands were built
from October 1929 to May
1930 by John Roesink, a
clothing store proprietor who

also owned the Detroit Stars,
a Negro Baseball League
team. The official opening-day
game was played on May 11,
1930, when the Detroit Stars
defeated the Cuban Stars 7-
4. The Tigers’ legendary Ty
Cobb threw out the first pitch.

Anyone game for fixing up the grandstands?

Like gardening? Take it seri-
ously?

Most people who dabble in
the dirt do love cultivating
their own food. But there was
a time in Hamtramck when

gardening was taken so seri-
ously, it was governed by law.
And if you broke the law, you
risked a $100 fine and/or 90
days in jail.

City Ordinance No. 188 was
passed in June 1943, and
provided the stiff penalties to

protect the burgeoning num-
ber of gardens flourishing in
the city. But there was more
at stake than protecting
tomatoes and carrots.

America was at war, and the
effort to defeat the
enemy wasn’t limited to the
battlefields of Europe and the
Pacific.

The war effort back home
was widespread. Bond drives
raised millions of dollars for
the government and seem-
ingly every bit of scrap metal,
rubber and paper - even ciga-
rette wrappers - was gathered
and reprocessed for the war
effort.

Vast quantities of food and
other resources were needed
to maintain the multi-million
person American Army. That
led to shortages at home,
meaning commodities like
gasoline, coffee, sugar, flour
and even - gasp! - whiskey
were rationed.

To help supplement the din-
ner table, people were en-
couraged to grow whatever
they could. So not long after
the war began, people were

Recently, we had a chat
with Hamtramck City Man-
ager Bill Cooper who gave
us an interesting tip.

There is pending legisla-
tion in the Michigan House
in which local governments
would no longer be required
to publish their public no-
tices in their local newspa-
pers. Instead, the law would
be changed to allow com-
munities to post their no-
tices to the public via the
Internet, which would most
likely be their own website.

The thinking behind this
proposal is to allow cities to
save money in advertising
costs. At first glance, con-
sidering the tough economic
times of survival, it makes
sense.

But in the bigger picture of
things, this is a disturbing
proposal and will result in
local government being less
transparent and becoming
out of reach for many peo-

ple who still don’t have ac-
cess to the Internet.

We should be upfront be-
fore we continue: The Re-
view has the potential of
earning about $10,000 a
year from city advertising. 

That’s not exactly a huge
savings, but it is indeed a
nice chunk of change.

However, we publish
5,000 copies of The Review
each week and there have
been few returns left over.
That’s pretty deep penetra-
tion into the community.

Anyone want to guess how
many people visit the city’s
website in a given week?
Maybe a handful, or to be
generous, 300? 

Bill Cooper said he sup-
ports the change in the
state law. It’s about saving
money any which way he
can.

We’re not surprise to hear
that. But he’s looking at this
issue strictly as a money

issue. It is so much more
than that.

Those public notices will,
ironically, go unnoticed if the
city is allowed to skip adver-
tising in the local newspa-
per. By publishing notices
for bids in a little seen web-
site, it begs the question,
could this lead, down the
road, to shady, behind the
scenes deals?

We’re not suggesting Bill
Cooper or any of our current
public officials are inclined
to this course of action, but
we are saying it’s a slippery
slope in the years to come.

We need more openness
in government, not less.
Sometimes the cost of
keeping appearances above
board is worth a few dollars
extra. Let’s encourage the
city – and our state legisla-
tors -- to keep shining a light
on city government and to
steer away from hiding infor-
mation.

No one likes to hear about
raising taxes.

But not all tax increases
are equal. Take the case of
Hamtramck where the City
Council has the option of
raising property taxes 2.3
mills, up to the city’s legal
limit. Once Hamtramck
maxes out its tax rate, it’s
up to voters to then decide
whether to continue raising
taxes.

Raising local taxes 2.3
mills may not sound like a
big number – and to prop-
erty owners it would be less
than $50 extra a year – but
it would bring in an addi-
tional $500,000 a year.
Considering the city is fac-
ing a $900,000 deficit, that
tax increase would go a long
way to fixing our budget.

But there are certain

councilmembers who are,
so far, dead set against any
tax increase. Instead, they
would opt to cut positions
and departments, notably
the Downtown Development
Authority and the Events Co-
ordinator.

Those cuts would be a
grave mistake. The DDA is
needed to make sure devel-
opment continues in the
city’s main business dis-
trict, Jos. Campau. The
Events Coordinator has al-
ready more than produced
what she is paid for the po-
sition.

It’s a popular notion for
politicians to campaign on a
platform to cut the size of
government. It’s also a cyn-
ical way to win votes and re-
main a career politician,
ironically feeding off of tax-

payers’ money. Hamtramck
will wither and die without
knowledgeable people
steering our city.

City Councilmembers Mo-
hammed Hassan, Cathie
Gordon, Tom Jankowski and
Kazi Miah need to do the
right thing and raise our
taxes to the rightful legal
limit. We are facing a June 2
deadline to adopt a city
budget for the new fiscal
year.

Time is running out and
work sessions on the
budget are proving to be a
waste of time. Make a deci-
sion, councilmembers, and
yes, it’s a “hard” decision.
But it’s the right decision to
make sure Hamtramck
weathers this economic
storm.

taking  any spare spaces that
were available and turning
them into gardens - “Victory
Gardens.”

Hamtramck, like other cities
across America, joined in and
promoted the garden con-
cept. In March of 1943, the
city began to regulate and
promote gardening through
the local Office of Civil De-
fense, which maintained an
actual office, at 2361 Hewitt

St.
At the time, 500 vacant lots

were identified as suitable
sites for Victory Gardens. The
owners were contacted by the
city and asked to give permis-
sion for their cultivation by
would-be gardeners. In this
way, persons who wanted to
garden but didn’t have their
own space were given access
to the land. All a resident had
to do was apply for a permit

to plant there.
The proposal proved to be

extremely popular. Even
Mayor Stephen Skrzycki put in
a request for a plot. Plans
were also outlined for a mu-
nicipal garden, to be operated
by high school students, but
it isn’t clear if that was ever
established. However, stu-
dents at Copernicus Junior
High School did have a gar-
den across the street from
the school.

City Ordinance No. 188 pro-
vided a means for regulating
the gardens, and established
a five-member Victory Garden
Commission “to obtain from
the office of city assessor
and preserve a full and com-
plete list of every vacant lot or
available parcel of land in the
city of Hamtramck, which
shall be useful or the cultiva-
tion of Victory Gardens.”

It also specified the penal-
ties for vandalizing or tres-
passing at a Victory Garden.
There are no records of any-
one being charged with a Vic-
tory Garden crime.

But for the record, we did
win the war.

The mural was painted to
commemorate the 9/11
tragedy and to bring Ham-
tramck’s diverse ethnic com-
munities together.

On Monday, during
their gym classes, students
from Holbrook Elementary
School walked to the site
and added some multi-col-
ored handprints into the mix.

Drivers have another ally in

their fight against speeding
tickets.

Last week, it was reported
that State Representatives
Rick Jones (R-Grand Ledge)
and Bettie Cook Scott (D-De-
troit) had introduced a pair of
bills that would mandate mu-
nicipalities to comply with
Public Act 85 of 2006, a law
that requires speed limits to
be set using scientific meth-
ods.  But what wasn’t elabo-
rated on was the fact that the
bills would also effectively put
an end to speed traps.

As many drivers are all too
familiar with, speed traps are
areas of the road where the
speed limit suddenly drops,
or are set artificially low, caus-
ing drivers to unwittingly
break the law by speeding.  In
a phone interview with Roy
Jones, Rep. Scott’s Executive
Assistant, Jones explained
that when a road has a speed

limit that is lower than the
rate at which 75 percent of
drivers travel the road, then it
is a speed trap.

“What happens is that
often times you get a sudden
drop from a normal state
speed limit to a local speed
limit that is less than the
75th percentile,” he said.
“That’s what creates a speed
trap.”

The two pieces of legisla-
tion, House Bills 6164 and
6165, came about after Rep.
Scott received several calls
from citizens who were upset
over the traffic tickets they
had been issued. Speaking
with other members of the
House, she realized that the
problem was statewide and
decided to team-up with Rep.
Jones. 

Despite their political differ-
ences, the two were natural
allies – Rep. Scott was a for-
mer Detroit police officer and
Rep. Jones was a former

Eaton County Sherriff. Both
were able to use their police
experience to draft new laws
that would benefit both offi-
cers and civilians alike. 

"When inappropriate tickets
are written and then dis-
missed it wastes the police
officers' time, the courts’
time and taxpayer dollars,"
said Rep. Jones at a press
conference last week that an-
nounced the bills.

Rep. Scott also spoke at
that press conference, agree-
ing with Rep. Jones’ assess-
ment.

"It's a massive waste of
taxpayer money when our res-
idents have to go to court to
challenge a fine they should
not have received in the first
place," she said.  

According to a recent De-
troit News survey, Hamtramck
has a speed trap on part of
the I-75 service drive.

MARIA’S COMIDA
A TASTE OF MEXICO

Who is he?
After working with non-profit

community-based social serv-
ices for the last several
years, Tommie Brown is the
new Youth Coach for the
Hamtramck Weed and Seed
program. As if Bachelors’ De-
grees in philosophy and polit-
ical science from Central
Michigan University and a
Juris Doctorate from The Thur-
good Marshall School of Law
doesn’t qualify him enough
for the job, he is currently a
earning a Master’s in Social
Work at Wayne State Univer-
sity. We caught up with Tom-
mie recently to find out more
about him and just what it is
he is trying to do. 

So what exactly is the job de-
scription of a Youth Coach?

“The Youth Coach is to
gather 25 Hamtramck High
School youths and to organize
these young people to ad-
dress violence amongst youth
through community service

projects. I believe that
one truly effective way to help
young people to turn away
from delinquent behavior is to
habituate them to think - to
think about the conse-
quences of their conduct be-
fore they act and to think
about their academic and pro-
fessional futures.”

That’s a noble task. Do you
have experience doing any-
thing similar?

“My experience working
with teens involves working
with at-risk youth in Chicago
where I worked as a Restora-
tive Justice coordinator.  I
also worked with Detroit high
schoolers during an Upward
Bound program where I
served as a college mentor.” 

What types of programs do
you plan to implement here in
Hamtramck?

“I would like to incorporate
some academic and social
programming for youth, in ad-
dition to the community serv-
ice aspect of the Youth Coach
position.  I would like to es-
tablish youth driven mentor-
ships - where youths mentor
each other.  I would also like
to create a Young Profession-
als of Hamtramck program,
where youths gather to dis-
cuss and work on discover-
ing or developing their career
plans, college/trade school
applications, writing sam-
ples, resumes, and other
such things in preparation for
life after high school.”  

You could really help out the
city by doing that. What do you
hope to accomplish?

“I hope to encourage the
youth here in Hamtramck to
value their personal develop-
ment through productive and
positive interaction with each
other and with other Ham-
tramck community residents.
I hope to motivate the youth
to think deeply about their
lives beyond high school - to
think about directing their tal-
ents and skills toward ca-
reers that are fitting for them
and to desire to excel at
them.  I hope to discourage
youth from engaging in delin-
quency by instilling hope in
them and nurturing this posi-
tive outlook I want them to

have for their own lives.”

What kind of an impact does
that have on the community?

“When youths become
deeply invested in themselves
and begin to recognize the
value in personal well-being,
they are motivated to flourish
socially and academically -
and this has a broader posi-
tive impact on the community
in which these young people
live.  I think one reason why
young people engage in delin-
quency is because many have
scant or no regard for their fu-
tures or how their behavior
can impact their future en-
deavors.  To address this,
I encourage young people to
